Working Bikes Cooperative set to Ship Supply of Bikes to Africa this Weekend

WHO:
Staff members and volunteers of Working Bikes Cooperative will join various community members interested in assisting the organization in preparing for shipment. Working Bikes general manager Nick Colombo will oversee the project and be available for interviews.

WHAT:
The biggest shipping party of the year for Working Bikes Cooperative. Working Bikes Cooperative is a non-profit organization whose mission is to empower communities by engaging in activities that promote environmentalism, public health, and human equality. Throughout the year Working Bikes collects donated bicycles to be repaired and delivered to communities in need. This shipment will be directly benefiting the Village Bicycle Project in Ghana, Africa as almost 400 bikes will be shipped. Volunteers will assist staff members in hand selecting the bikes to be shipped and loading them into a large freight container along with spare parts and supplies. Some wheel and pedal removal will also take place in order to prepare for shipping.

WHEN:
Saturday, October 8, 2006

Shipping party will begin at 10 a.m. and continue until freight container is completely loaded – approximately 2 p.m.

WHERE:
Working Bikes Warehouse located at 321 N Kedzie, Chicago, IL.  Location is easily accessible via the Green Line at the Kedzie stop. If traveling via car, warehouse is located a short distance from the Eisenhower Expressway West off of the California Avenue exit. Parking is available directly outside the warehouse.

This event provides a great opportunity to capture images of Chicago area volunteers at work. Photo opportunities will be available as volunteers load nearly 400 bikes into a large (10 foot tall) freight container. Excellent opportunity to photograph Working Bikes warehouse and bicycle inventory also available.
